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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:


This activity uses the context of the school speech contest in which students are expected to prepare and deliver an oral presentation from a group of set topics to their class and teacher.

Conditions:

This activity requires both classroom and homework time.

Students should also be given class time to peer critique their presentations with sufficient homework time to follow up the suggestions made, ready for final delivery. 

Students are required to construct their own presentations, which means that students must develop their own content. Teachers should refer or Explanatory Note 2, AS 90058.
Resource requirements:

Access to research materials.

Presentation topics.

Additional information:

Consideration should be given to providing access to the library for research purposes.
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Student Instructions Sheet

You will prepare and deliver an oral presentation in a formal situation. You must develop your own content for the presentation, which will be delivered to your class and teacher and be at least three minutes long.
You will complete this activity in class and for homework.  Your teacher will give you deadlines for constructing the text of your presentation and when you are to deliver it to the class.

You will be assessed on how well you speak in a formal situation to

· communicate ideas on the topic

· structure content and language appropriate to your audience and purpose

· speak clearly to your audience using appropriate eye contact, voice and body language techniques.

Task 1:
Thinking and Planning

a) Choose a topic and brainstorm ideas. You must gain approval for the topic from your teacher first, then develop your own content for your presentation. Some possible topics include:

· food

· reality TV

· the future of shopping

· trends

· uniforms

· schools should be teaching values

Consider what you have written down. You might have chosen this topic because of your present knowledge, strong feelings or convictions, or because of your curiosity about it. Your purpose in your presentation is likely to be to stimulate thoughts or feelings in your audience, or to persuade them to alter their ideas or attitudes.

b) Research your topic in order to extend or test your opinions or feelings and give you information that you can use to convince your audience. This information could include:

· statistics

· quotations

· primary sources (your own research) eg. survey, interviews, personal experience

· secondary sources (research done by others) eg. reference books, internet, newspapers, magazines

c) Decide how your ideas will be organised
· in order of importance

· chronologically

· logically (cause and effect)

· as a series of points related to a single theme

d) Plan your presentation, which will need

· an introduction – where you greet the audience and give an overview of your topic

· a body – where you state, support and explain your ideas

· a conclusion – where you summarise your ideas

Use words and phrases to link the ideas in your paragraphs.

e) While writing your presentation, use language features that are appropriate to your purpose and topic, such as

· rhetorical question

· direct address to audience

· use of personal pronouns

· choice of words

· sound devices, such as alliteration

· repetition

· figurative language, such as metaphor

· emotive language

· humour

· analogy

· anecdote

f) Look at the text of part of a student’s presentation. The notes indicate the language features that have been used and the reasons for using them. You may not use this section as part of your presentation.

Task 2:
Practising

a)
Think about your content (is it funny or serious?) and how this will affect the way you use your voice and body. Identify specific sections in the text of your presentation where you could use appropriate delivery techniques.

· varying your volume, tone or pace to stress a point or to gain or hold attention

· pause for dramatic effect or emphasis

· eye contact to engage and hold your audience’s attention

· gesture, movement and facial expression that support and emphasise your content

· stance that is appropriate for a speaker in a formal situation
